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Thursday 30th July to Monday 3rd August
We are running this popular event again this year, but spaces will be limited so please send your booking form in as soon as possible to secure your place.  It is a fantastic chance to spend a few days away with your horse in lovely surroundings with like minded people.  This is a friendly camp so if you are coming on your own don’t worry, we want everyone to enjoy themselves and you can do as much or as little as you want to.  
The facilities at Plumpton College are excellent, there are two indoor schools, an outdoor school, show jumping paddock plus a track round the college farm to ride round if you want something a little more peaceful.  On top of all that there are the beautiful South Downs just across the road from the college with miles of fantastic countryside to ride over, or there is pleasant hacking round the lanes and bridleways near the college.  We also hope to have access to the mechanical horse for one of the days for you to have a short individual lesson on with one of our instructors and, as usual, Spillers will be bringing their weighbridge for you to see how much your horse weighs and get some advice from them.  We will also have a photographer present on one of the days to take some professional photos of you and your horse.
For the rider, accommodation is in single rooms, these are basic but comfortable, you will have 3 meals a day - breakfast and dinner are in the college canteen which serves excellent food and a packed lunch will be provided to give flexibility so that you can spend the time wherever you prefer or share it with your horse if you want to [image: image1.png]



Your horse will stay in the American barn which offers comfortable stabling.  Please note:  As was the case for the last few years, all beds are straw unless specifically booked as requiring shavings, if you want to have shavings there will be an additional cost of £40, unfortunately this charge is out of our control.  Bookings for shavings beds must be made at the time of booking or at least 7 days before camp as we are not able to make last minute changes to the bedding requirements.    We regret we are unable to accommodate stallions on the camp.

Your horse must be vaccinated against equine flu within the last 12 months, preferably within the last 6 months, a copy of the vaccination certificate must be sent with your booking form.  
You will be able to buy hay from the college if you want to or you can take your own with you.  There is no turnout available but there are places you can take your horse to graze in hand.  
Arrival is on Thursday afternoon from 2pm to give you the chance to settle both you and your horse in and try out any of the facilities if you want to, we are trying to negotiate an earlier arrival time and will let you know if this changes nearer the time.  There is a common room in the stable block which is a nice place to meet up and also to spend the evenings once the horses have gone to bed.   We tend to use this as a base for activities such as quizzes, talks and, very importantly, awarding rosettes and prizes!

Unfortunately the tack room is not available for us so you will need to keep your tack in an alternative place, you may prefer to store it in your vehicle or take it to your room for safe keeping.  We will be able to lock tack in the common room or another room at night but this may not be compliant with insurance requirements and the Club cannot be held responsible for any loss during your stay.
We have two instructors who will ensure you enjoy your stay whilst having excellent instruction.  For those who have been before I’m sure you will be pleased to know that, once again, they are Amelia Wilbourn and Suzanne Halsey.    All riders will be split into groups based on the booking form questionnaire answers, we will try as much as possible to ensure that everyone gets the chance to do what they want to, the groups will swop round over the 2 days depending on what activities you have asked to do.  It is your holiday, so we want you to have the chance to do the things you would like to.  

You will have 3 hours of lessons split over Friday and Saturday with the option to have a 4th lesson at a small extra charge, these will be a mix of flatwork, polework, simulated crosscountry, showjumping, musical ride and TREC obstacles depending on what you have asked to do.   Please note the cross country course previously used is no longer available, however, we are offering simulated cross country lessons where you will have the opportunity to ride cross country style jumps.  If you would prefer more free time to ride on the Downs or do anything else then please indicate on the booking form questionnaire how many lessons you would like, nothing is compulsory, it is entirely up to you.
We will also give you the chance to have some fun with your horse with a light hearted dressage competition, judged by your fellow riders, where riding your test to music is definitely encouraged [image: image2.png]


 if you don’t have time to sort out any music beforehand we will have a selection of tracks for you to have a go to, don’t worry if you haven’t done this before, it is a fun competition and the music helps to make it more relaxed and enjoyable for everyone.  This will run on one or two nights depending on numbers, if sufficient interest this will be split so that you will ride on one night and judge/organise on the other so that everyone gets the chance to enjoy the fun if they want to.
There will also be a clear round jumping course set up at some time over your stay for you to have a practice clear round if you want to followed by a timed competition, we will also set up a mini TREC obstacle course which will be scored and rosettes awarded.  

Sunday is a free day for you to do whatever you want to, a ride over the Downs, jumping a course or just a relaxing day with your horse, the choice is yours.  
The camp ends on Monday, by which time most people, and horses, will probably be in need of a good rest!  The college have stated that we must leave by 11am on the day of departure.
The cost for the 5 days is £370 for HRC members and £390 for non-members.  This includes 4 nights stabling for your horse (cost is for straw, see note above if shavings are required), accommodation with 3 meals a day for you, 3 hours of instruction and use of the facilities for the duration of your stay.   Priority will be given to Hadlow Riding Club members if the camp is oversubscribed.
Please note that the camp is for adults only, anyone under the age of 18 may only book by special arrangement with the organisers.  Please contact one of us before sending in your booking form if you are under 18 and wanting to attend the camp.

To confirm your space please send the booking form with a £50 deposit (non refundable), we regret we are not able to hold spaces without a deposit.  The full balance is due by 15th June 2020.  You can pay in instalments if required providing the balance is paid by 15th June, please contact Wendy if you wish to do this.
